• Discovered new dreams 

Sure God is happy when we reach our dreams but… 

God’s dream is far MORE than our own personal dreams can be. 

 

1 Tim 2:3-6 “3This is good, and pleases God our Savior, 4who wants all men to be 
saved and to come to a knowledge of the truth. 5For there is one God and one 
mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus, 6who gave himself as a 
ransom for all men—the testimony given in its proper time.” 

Q. What is God’s dream? 

A. “All men to be saved and to come to a knowledge of the truth” 

Q. How do we know this is God’s dream? 

A. Because we know that not ALL men will be saved…and because God has 
already taken action towards this dream through his Son. 

We can all be excited about this dream!! 

Q. What will it take for us to see God’s dream revealed? 

• Action in ourselves 

• A will to want to see the dream revealed 

• Patience

Acts 8:4 “Those who had been scattered preached the word wherever they went.” 

These disciples had been persecuted and had been scattered all over the place.

• Safety 

• Basic needs (food, water, shelter) 

Q. What would you have to do to have the same passionate heart to 
preach God’s word while you were running for your lives? 

• Give up everything

• Commit yourself fully 

• Surrender everything over : insecurities, laziness, fears 

Challenge: 
 Share these things with one another – what is it that is holding you back 

from this kind of PASSION for God’s dream? 

 

Remember the impact of God’s dream on you!  How did it impact your life 
when God “knocked” on your door? 

• Traded worldly problems for Spiritual ones 

• Changing mindset when finally knowing the Truth of God 

• 1st time realized the Bible was alive and not just stories 

• Gave my life purpose 

• Freed me from the sin I was bounded to (Psalm 107:10-11) 

Remember that all sin is a violation of our conscious and when we sin, we 
separate ourselves from God. 

There are people we know who are still bound by their sin.  

Q. How are we to treat people we are reaching out to who are stuck in 
sin? 

In the book: The Jesus I Never Knew, there is a story of a woman who was a prostitute 
and was confessing to a man of how she was also selling her 2 yo daughter to other 
men so she could afford her drug habit.  He didn’t know how to react so he asked her if 
she ever thought to go to a church for help.  Her response… “The church will only 
make me feel worse” because of their reaction to her sin. 

Q. Are you that church?   

Q. Would you make them feel worse than they already do? 

We NEED to… 
Be careful not to be self-righteous. 

Remember: Sin is sin & your sin separates you from God just as much as theirs.  

Meet them where they are. 

Be gentle.

Beware of becoming Satisfied!! 
Don’t forget GOD… 
Hosea 13:4-8  

 4 "But I am the LORD your God,  
       who brought you out of [a] Egypt.  
       You shall acknowledge no God but me,  
       no Savior except me.  

 5 I cared for you in the desert,  
       in the land of burning heat.  

 6 When I fed them, they were satisfied;  
       when they were satisfied, they became proud;  

Look at them from God’s point of view…Through God’s eyes. 

Compassion (just like Jesus gave to so many) 

Share of God’s love through Jesus and his desire to forgive. 

Acts 26:16-18 " 'I am Jesus, whom you are persecuting,' the Lord replied. 16'Now 
get up and stand on your feet. I have appeared to you to appoint you as a servant 
and as a witness of what you have seen of me and what I will show you. 17I will 
rescue you from your own people and from the Gentiles. I am sending you to them 
18to open their eyes and turn them from darkness to light, and from the power of 
Satan to God, so that they may receive forgiveness of sins and a place among those 
who are sanctified by faith in me.' 

GET UP!!  

Share the word so others can SEE the forgiveness.  

God has given us all the power to open peoples’ eyes to the Truth. See YOU 
are the servant!! And our lives should MIRROR that of our FAITH!! 

You have been sent by God to help others so they may be released from 
the bonds of their sins!! 

The PAYOFF!! 

Isaiah 58:10-11 and if you spend yourselves in behalf of the hungry  
       and satisfy the needs of the oppressed,  
       then your light will rise in the darkness,  
       and your night will become like the noonday.  

 11 The LORD will guide you always;  
       he will satisfy your needs in a sun-scorched land  
       and will strengthen your frame.  
       You will be like a well-watered garden,  
       like a spring whose waters never fail.

• When you give your effort to God, you will always be rewarded
