Spirit, 20and teaching them to obey everything I have commanded you. And 
surely I am with you always, to the very end of the age." 

This request by Jesus was an action plan…not a “sit around and wait to see what 
happens” plan.  We are called as disciples to go make disciples and teach them to 
obey all Jesus taught and commanded them. 

OBSTICLES:  No Job,  Got Bills to Pay,  Problems with Relationships 

You made a commitment to be a disciple!  No matter what your obstacle or 
storm, you are meant to be a disciple…and people need to know who God is. 

Ask yourself, “Do people (non-disciples) think you stand out because of the light 
of God coming from you? 

But you say, “I’m not ready yet.”  Well…GET READY!                                           Put 
on that armor and GO! 

Eph 6:10-18 10Finally, be strong in the Lord and in his mighty power. 11Put on 
the full armor of God so that you can take your stand against the devil's 
schemes. 12For our struggle is not against flesh and blood, but against the 
rulers, against the authorities, against the powers of this dark world and 
against the spiritual forces of evil in the heavenly realms. 13Therefore put on 
the full armor of God, so that when the day of evil comes, you may be able to 
stand your ground, and after you have done everything, to stand. 14Stand firm 
then, with the belt of truth buckled around your waist, with the breastplate of 
righteousness in place, 15and with your feet fitted with the readiness that comes 
from the gospel of peace. 16In addition to all this, take up the shield of faith, 
with which you can extinguish all the flaming arrows of the evil one. 17Take the 
helmet of salvation and the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God. 18And 
pray in the Spirit on all occasions with all kinds of prayers and requests. With 
this in mind, be alert and always keep on praying for all the saints. 

• Helmet: to protect you from false teachings 
• Breastplate: to allow the harsh & mean things bounce off your heart 
• Shoes: be ready to walk the walk 
• Belt: the Truth…use your bible

The British preacher Charles Spurgeon said, "Satan 
never kicks a dead horse." The idea being that he will 
only attack someone who is a threat to him. If you were 
to say to me, "Greg, I can't remember the last time that I 
was persecuted or the last time I had any kind of 
spiritual attack against me," then I would have to check 
and see if you have a pulse. Because, quite frankly, if 
you are walking with God, there should be some 
measure of persecution you are facing--some form of 
attack. 

As 2 Timothy 3:12 says, "Yes, and all who desire to 
live godly in Christ Jesus will suffer persecution." 
Persecution is a reality, and the devil will approach it in 
two primary ways: outward and inward. Sometimes he 
comes at us like a lion. He will attack outwardly in the 
form of physical threats, slander, and so forth. But more 
often he comes like a snake, slithering in the back door. 

You may have all of your defenses up and be thinking, 
The devil will never penetrate this fortress. I am ready! 
But then he will come slithering through some little 
opening. That is why the Bible warns us, "Be sober, be 
vigilant; because your adversary the devil walks about 
like a roaring lion, seeking whom he may devour" (1 
Peter 5:8). So remember: Whenever God is working, 
the devil will be opposing.
